Inverness Public Library occupies a historic building originally constructed as 
Bell’s Institution, a school, in 1841. After closing as a school in 1937, the building 
served as a courthouse, police station, and theatre before becoming a public 
library in 1980. Today, visitors can access the lending library, co-working hub, 
and reference room. The library also hosts regular activities, exhibitions, and 
author events.
